Advent — Preparing for Christmas

Perhaps you are already thinking of the Christmas Crib you will place in your home at
Christmas. In a letter he wrote in 2019, Pope Francis reflected on the meaning of what he called “the
enchanting image of the Christmas Crib”.

Christmas, but also the custom of setting it up in the workplace, in schools, hospitals, prisons and town
squares. Great imagination and creativity is always shown in employing the most diverse materials to create
small masterpieces of beauty. As children, we learn from our parents and grandparents to carry on this
Jjoyful tradition.... It is my hope that this custom will never be lost and that, wherever it has fallen into disuse,
it can be rediscovered and revived.
